This tool is for you to make an initial assessment about the level or risk of exploitation. Consider each individual case in relation to all of the criteria in each of the three segments. The results can be used to determine the risk or presence of both sexual and criminal exploitation. The results are not a definitive assessment of risk. They should provide you with a structure to inform your judgement, analysis and risk management. If any indicators of critical risk are identified, then immediate action needs to be taken to safeguard the individual(s).
