BEFORE MAKING A CARM REFERRAL PLEASE CONSIDER THE CRITERIA BELOW WHICH MUST BE MET:
· The person has the mental capacity to make decisions and choices about their life; 
· There is a risk of serious harm (physical or psychological) which is life-threatening and/or traumatic and which is viewed to be imminent or very likely to occur, or death by self-neglect, fire, deteriorating health condition, non-engagement with services, or where an adult is targeted by the local community, is the victim of hate crime or anti-social behaviour or the victim of sexual violence and they do not meet the criteria for a safeguarding referral; 
· There is a potential risk to the health and safety of others in the community.
· There is a high level of concern from partner agencies. 
Note: CARM is not a substitute for other processes which may be more appropriate depending on the case circumstances, e.g. MAPPA or Safeguarding. For more information please refer to the CARM Fact Sheet available on SSAB Website.
	Consideration of Adult Safeguarding Section 42 Duties:
	· The adult has needs for care and support (whether or not any of those needs are being met)
· The adult is experiencing, or is at risk of, abuse or neglect
· As a result of those needs, they are unable to protect themselves against the abuse or neglect or the risk of it.

	CARM applies when s42 criteria is NOT met
	· Where the s42 criteria is met, a safeguarding referral should be made in the first instance
· Please do not refer to both Safeguarding & CARM at the same time.
